Look back over your performances so far this
season, read any reports that have been written on you, if you
have been fortunate enough to have been videoed watch it with
a critical eye. What can you do better? How can you improve
what you offer to the players that you are asked to look after?

Refsoc is aware that all of us refs out there sometimes
struggle to keep up with play, we sometimes might miss the first
offence, we sometimes make errors in Law etc. . We are all fal-
lible and that is excusable but there is no excuse for those refs



who consistently do these things and don’t do anything about it.

Refsoc also knows that some referees are more prone to
these failings than others. If you are aware of your failings, (if
you’re not then there is little hope for you), then you should be
making a plan to sort them out. It's also no good to say that
you’re going to lose weight / get fitter / improve your positioning /
communication blah, blah blah. Your targets must be specific
(but also attainable) and suited to you, — ‘by the end of this
month | will be able to run for 20 minutes without stopping’ / ‘I
will cycle at 25 kph for thirty minutes three times a week / ‘I will
read one Law every other day’.

When you're lying relaxing in your bath instead of visual-
ising the usual stuff that is your habit, go over specific incidents
that occurred in your latest match. If you could go back would
you change anything you did / said? What could you have done
to perhaps prevent something untoward from happening.

Refsoc really does wish all its readers a Happy and suc-
cessful New Year but realises that this is much more likely to
happen if refs do some of the above. Anyway, rant over; here
endeth the first lesson and good luck for the rest of the season.
Grading

Well you’'ve got me absolutely stumped there. | haven't
got a clue. Law 10.4 Dangerous play and misconduct, specifi-
cally only mentions actions against an opponent in each subsec-
tion and makes no reference to anyone else. Law 10 defintions
mentions “misconduct which is prejudicial to the Game” so | sup-
pose that could be used to penalise a player, if that's what you
wanted to do. If a spectator interferes with the match, perhaps
by running on and kicking the ball away before a try is scored,
the referee must base his decision on what he thought would
happen next, so perhaps the spectator could be considered to
be part of the game.

Sorry Warren, I'm at a loss and even though visualisa-
tions have been turned on and ran through no satisfactory out-
come springs to mind. Is there anyone out there who can help
Warren?

Swearing

Refsoc has been warned in the past for intemperate lan-

guage but now, on behalf of our betters, including your Commit-
tee, we ask referees to show zero tolerance to swearing on the
pitch. It is becoming an increasing problem and it must be
stamped out, and not just in Junior age matches either.

Players swearing can be offensive to other players, to refe-
rees, and to spectators, particularly if heard by women or chil-
dren who are watching. Use common sense but if players are
swearing loudly enough to be heard by someone who may be
offended then you must do something about it. Tell them about
the relevant directive and warn them that it is an offence for
which they can be sent from the field.

You are the Judge (Answers)

1) The referee in the match awarded a try but Refsoc
thinks differently. Our reasoning is this; if an attacking player
crosses the goal line and touches down it makes no difference
whether anyone else has a hand on the ball or not, as long as
the ball touches the ground then a try is awarded. The player in
possession was the one in control and hasn’t been dispos-
sessed so using similar logic if a defender touches down in goal
then it also doesn’t matter who else is touching the ball. Refsoc
is not the Pope, so unlike him we don’t pretend to be infallible, if
you disagree let us know.

2) The referee in this match ordered the drop out to be
taken again as he judged that the ball was not in play because
the ball was not touched by anyone. Refsoc disagrees; the drop
out crossed the 22m and was therefore in play, it then crossed
the dead ball line having last been played by a defender. Re-
start with scrum five, attacking side to put in. Law 13.13 (b)
And talking of Law— Directives

The IRB has issued a couple recently, one of which on No-
vember 4™ 2011 was, to Refsoc and others, as clear as mud.

“2. If the ball is not charged down but is played or touches an opposition
player and a player from the kicker’s side is within the 10 metre area in front
of the kick that player is liable to penalty in accordance with Law 10.4(f).”

We have since had this clarification clarified and now un-
derstand it to mean that if a player kicks the ball and it hits an
opponent then any player of his team within 10m of where it
lands, or is likely to land or where an opponent is waiting to play
it is still offside and they must retire out of the 10m area unless
they are put on side while retiring.

In other words, the cry of “you're all onside is cobblers” and
does not apply to players in the locations described above; the
10m law still applies. Be aware though that it does not apply if
the ball comes off a player attempting to charge the ball down.
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We assume that any player in front of the kicker but not
within the 10m area is on side Law 11.3 (c)

We think we’ve got it correct but wouldn’t put our mortgage
on it.

Dinner complaints

Refsoc was aware that not everyone was completely
happy with the annual dinner this year. For example some
thought that it was too pricey, the lottery was too expensive and
didn’t give back a good enough proportion in prizes, there wasn’t
enough free time in which to socialise etc etc. The committee
understand that our members have expectations of the Society
and do try to meet them.

practice, that they make themselves available for disciplinary
meetings etc
Another reasonable expectation is that they make an ef-

The committee did discuss concerns that were
raised and are determined that next year’s dinner possible to en-
sure that it meets the expectations of all those who attend.

Three reports on England's performance in New Zealand
were submitted to the Professional Game Board, (PGB), in No-
vember. The reports were never intended to be published but
the secret feedback, much of it critical, leaked out to the Times.
Some players were accused of being more interested in money
than the rugby, not much of a surprise there then.

The Times says ex team manager Johnson, was criticised
in the RPA submission for failing to instil discipline in the squad
following a series of off-field incidents, with one unnamed player
quoted as saying "he was too loyal and that was his downfall".

Lewis Moody admits the England players "let down" John-
son with their behaviour and performances at the World Cup in
New Zealand, but adds that problems within the RFU need to
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be sorted out and their priority is to find Johnson's successor.
And so say all of us.

On the plus side though the RFU reported increased
revenues, up £24.3m from last year. Not sure they used it
wisely though. They spent as much on the Premier teams as
they did on all the England teams, Elite coaching and Refereeing
and sports medicine put together. Add those two up though, the
Premier and the Elite, and you’ll see that the top end of the
game got £25.2m while the whole of the rest of the game got
only £18m. Indeed officiating as a whole got some paltry figure
of either 3% of the total, (could even be 0.3%), either way, a
miniscule amount.

What do you think of the RFU’s decision to ban Danny

Refsoc suspects that if all players and officials over the limit on
New Year’'s Eve / Day were banned the January fixtures would
have been strange to see.

Some Issues

Issues of general concern are brought to the committee’s
attention through various ways - assessor reports, jungle drums,
feedback from other groups etc and a couple of the recent ones
are the fitness (or lack of it) of some referees which adversely
affects their ability to deal with situations on the pitch as they get
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into poor positions or are too tired to get their brain into gear.

Another issue that is concerning the powers that be is the
writing of red card reports, some recent examples of which have
left much to be desired. If you send a player off it is, or should
be, a big issue. It affects the player, his club and maybe even
the League standings at the end of the season. At the very least
it is your responsibility to produce a clear, concise and complete
record of the events. The Society, as part of its obligations to
you, will provide any assistance that you need.

If you do send a player off make notes as soon as possi-
ble after the event, (immediately after the match if you can), then
complete the red card report form, also as soon as possible after
the event, that evening if you can.

Help is always at hand: read the guidelines on the web-
site, ring Malcolm Shorney, John Denham, or indeed any com-
mittee member for advice. You are not being asked to write a
novel but you must make sure you can give John Dove and the
disciplinary committee a complete picture so that they can deal
with the miscreant appropriately.

The International Rugby Board (IRB) has released th e fol-
lowing information:-

Prohibited Substances

The IRB have brought to our notice the 2012 World Anti
Doping Agency (WADA) Prohibited List of substances and meth-
ods prohibited in sport and applicable to Rugby. This list and
supporting documentation are available for download and refer-
ence on the IRB anti-doping website under the resource tab:
www.keeprugbyclean.com

Interestingly ALCOHOL is prohibited in competition only, in the
following sports: Aeronautic, Archery, Automobile, Karate, Mo-
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Concussion

In 2011 new IRB Concussion guidelines were developed by an
IRB Concussion working party with representation from member
Unions. These guidelines and some educational tools are avail-
able at:

The IRB are trialing an amendment to Law 9.A.1 where for
South African Rugby Union University Tournament, the trial in-
cludes a change to the following points values:

Conversion - 3 points
Penalty - 2 points
Drop Goal - 2 points
