Guidance for ‘Sending-Off’ Reports after issuing a Red Card

The RFU and the DCRFU Disciplinary Committee now require reports, following the issue of a Red Card, to be more detailed. The following are to help you in preparing your report.

If you require further help before writing your report contact a member of the Referees’ Society Committee or John Dove, Secretary of the DCRFU Disciplinary Committee.

1. Please ensure that the player dismissed has been correctly identified.

2. Time of incident leading to dismissal.

3. Where on the field did the incident occur?

4. What was happening in terms of play – ruck, maul?

5. Distance from incident.

6. Was your view obstructed?

7. Weather and pitch conditions.

8. Statements you heard at the time.

9. Did the punch connect? If so, where?

10. Was the victim in a vulnerable position?

11. Was the person knocked to the ground?

12. Did the victim need treatment?

13. Was he able to resume playing?

14. Did the intended victim take avoiding action?

15. Was there provocation? If so, what?

16. Was it retaliation?

17. Had the offender run to be involved?

18. Did the player apologise at the time, or later?
